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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 would like to thank RAN2 on the questions related to baseband processing capabilities.
Question: 

Q1. RAN2 understands that SCS support is separate for UL and DL and is dependent on the operating RF band, so does RAN4/1 view that the baseband processing capabilities in the BPC table depend on SCS used? If so, RAN2 has further questions as below:
Q1.1: Does RAN4 see a need to signal the SCS capability per CC in the BPC?
Q1.2: Does RAN4 see a need to signal the SCS capability separately for UL and DL in the BPC? 
Answer: 

RAN1 would first like to note that the question from RAN2 seems to only be relevant to the support of 60 kHz subcarrier spacing in FR1, since this is currently the only value of subcarrier spacing whose mandatory/optional status is to be further discussed.
RAN1 would like to recommend mandatory support for 60 kHz subcarrier spacing in bands below 6 GHz (FR1). As such there would be no need for capability signaling of supported subcarrier spacings since all values of subcarrier spacing would then be mandatory in the relevant frequency ranges as defined by RAN4.

2. Actions:

To WG2 and WG4
RAN1 would like ask RAN2 and RAN4 to take the above response into account and consider support of 60 kHz subcarrier spacing in FR1 to be mandatory for Rel-15 NR UEs.
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
