in this contribution, we present our views on this subject. 
The design assisting to the resource pool sharing for Mode 3 and Mode 4 in V2X
According to the conclusion of [1], the sharing pool may be accessed by Rel-15 V2X UEs. In order to avoid the potential collisions and interference, Rel-15 Mode 4 UEs should not use the resource blocks which have been occupied by Rel-15 Mode 3 UEs. Hence, we agree that Rel-15 Mode 3 UEs shall utilize the resource reservation field in SCI-1 to indicate the information about the resource utilization. By acquiring that, Rel-15 Mode 4 UEs may avoid the access of the resource blocks which may have been occupied. On the other hands, we shall discuss the parameter designs and protocols related to the configurations of the resource reservation field in SCI-1.
Proposal 1: The parameter designs and protocols related to the configurations of the resource reservation field in SCI-1 should be discussed. 
V2X UE-assisted resource allocation
To prevent collisions, a potential approach is to use the settings in the resource reservation field in SCI-1 to keep Mode 4 UE from using the resource blocks occupied. It can be further discussed that if more detail information about the period or duration of the occupancy should be provided or not. 
On the other hand, by using the resource reservation field in SCI-1, Rel-15 UE may provide some measurement report to improve the quality of the resource allocation. We suggest this act should apply to Mode 3 UE. However, what kind of the measurement report should be provided in the resource reservation field in SCI-1 needs to be further discussed. Also, it needs to be discussed that the measurement report is obligated to provide by Mode 3 TxUE or provided based on request. It may also be highly connected to the detail arrangement of the resource pool allowing accessed by Mode 3 and Mode 4 UE coexisted nearby.
Proposal 2: We may indicate the period or duration of the occupancy to avoid the potential collisions.

Proposal 3: Besides of avoiding collisions, we may use the resource reservation field in SCI-1 to improve the quality of the resource allocation to Rel-15 UE by providing some indicators or measurement reports. 

Proposal 4: eNB may require the assistance from Mode 3 UE near the edge to provide its measurement report in order to have an efficient resource allocation. It is not just for respecting the transmission of Mode 4 but also to take the potential interference into account.
Proposal 5: It needs to be discussed that the measurement report is obligated to provide by Mode 3 TxUE or provided based on request.
Proposal 6: The way of reporting the measurement to assist in eNB scheduling is highly connected to the detail arrangement of the resource pool allowing accessed by Mode 3 and Mode 4 UE coexisted nearby.
Conclusion
In this paper, we highlight the issues should be discussed for supporting coexistence of mode 3 and mode 4 in V2X communications.

Proposal 1: The parameter designs and protocols related to the configurations of the resource reservation field in SCI-1 should be discussed. 
Proposal 2: We may indicate the period or duration of the occupancy to avoid the potential collisions.

Proposal 3: Besides of avoiding collisions, we may use the resource reservation field in SCI-1 to improve the quality of the resource allocation to Rel-15 UE by providing some indicators or measurement reports. 
Proposal 4: eNB may require the assistance from Mode 3 UE near the edge to provide its measurement report in order to have an efficient resource allocation. It is not just for respecting the transmission of Mode 4 but also to take the potential interference into account.
Proposal 5: It needs to be discussed that the measurement report is obligated to provide by Mode 3 TxUE or provided based on request.
