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A UE may transmit one or more PUCCHs with the same and different PUCCH formats, but at most two PUCCHs with format 1, 3 or 4, on a serving cell in different symbols within a slot of  symbols as defined in [4, TS 38.211]. With reference to slots for PUCCH transmissions, if the UE detects a DCI format 1_0 or a DCI format 1_1 scheduling a PDSCH reception or a DCI format 1_0 indicating a SPS PDSCH release over a number of symbols where the last symbol is within slot , the UE shall provide corresponding HARQ-ACK information in a PUCCH transmission within slot , where  is a number of slots and is indicated by the PDSCH-to-HARQ-timing-indicator field in the DCI format.
