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Discussion and Decision

1 Discussion
It is expected that sub-7 GHz unlicensed spectrum will have deployments of both NR-Unlicensed (NR-U) and 802.11ax. Therefore, it is important that NR-U and 802.11ax coexist in an efficient and fair manner. 
However, it is not clear that a study and evaluation of such coexistence is part of the current NR-U SID ([1]). 
This was discussed in RAN1 #92 and it was decided that the issue of coexistence between NR-U and 802.11ax can be taken up at the RAN Plenary. This is also captured in the following agreement in RAN1 #92 ([2]):

· Fairness criterion for coexistence with 11ax can be further discussed at plenary level

This topic was not discussed in RAN #79, the RAN Plenary meeting that followed RAN1 #92.

We propose that RAN1 inform RAN through an LS regarding this agreement and ask RAN for guidance on steps which may be taken in this SID on the best means to ensure efficient and fair coexistence between NR-U and 802.11ax.  

2 Observations and Conclusions
Observation 1: The NR-U SID does not contain any reference to coexistence between NR-U and 802.11ax

Observation 2: In RAN1#92 it was decided that the issue of coexistence between NR-U and 802.11ax can be taken up at the RAN Plenary.
Proposal 1: RAN1 should send a Liaison Statement to RAN seeking guidance on the best means to proceed on ensuring efficient and fair coexistence between NR-U and 802.11ax.  
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
