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1. Overall Description:
RAN1 thanks RAN2 for the liaison statement “LS on Further Agreements on Paging Occasions” R1-1808172 (R2-1810954) and provides the following answer.

[bookmark: _Hlk513649241]Answer:  
RAN2 agreed that useful paging PDCCH monitoring occasion doesn’t conflict with UL slots/symbols. This agreement can be interpreted that available resources for Paging PDCCH monitoring occasion can be configured in both DL and flexible symbol(s)/slot(s). On the other hand, RAN1 decided that the flexible symbol(s)/slot(s) can be used for RACH Occasion (RO) under a condition that there is no collision with SS/PBCH block. Hence, UE may confuse whether the flexible symbol(s)/slot(s) are used for RO or Paging PDCCH monitoring occasion. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Furthermore, RAN2 agreed that (i_s+ 1)th PO is a set of N consecutive useful paging PDCCH monitoring occasions and here ‘N’ is equal to the number of actual transmitted SSBs. So, it was interpreted that RAN2 considered the one to one mapping between SSB and paging PDCCH monitoring. From the point view of UE, since UE may wake-up at the time instance mapped with preferred SSB index, it provides an advantage that UE can reduce wake-up duration. On the other hand, since gNB may have scheduling restriction within paging occasion, it might be an inefficient from network’s perspective. For instance, the simple way to solve the problem is to assign multiple PDCCH monitoring occasions to one SSB in a PO duration in order to provide scheduling flexibility of network.
