The full bitmap ssb-PositionsInBurst is kept in ServingcellConfigCommon for rate matching purpose.
· For UEs in a cell not receiving the broadcasted SIB1, there is no change to the interface. ssb-PositionsInBurst IE in ServingCellConfigCommon is used for deriving the association of RACH occasion and SSB as well as for rate matching purpose.
