1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG RAN discussed the following documents: RP-181937, RP-181893-95, RP-181524, and RP-181526 with regards to usage of certain channel combinations for LTE LAA in 5GHz. 

A few companies had different interpretations of the content of Rel-13/14/15 CRs for which RAN approval was being requested. 

Given that the changes affect frozen releases, RAN is requesting RAN4 to re-discuss and clarify the intended behaviour, for the following three cases:

· when the maximum frequency separation between the center frequencies of the any two carriers on which LAA transmissions are performed is >62MHz 
· when the maximum frequency separation between the center frequencies of the any two carriers on which LAA transmissions are performed is <=62MHz, including transmission on one or more carriers which are not part of WiFi’s Channel Bonding model, 

· and when the maximum frequency separation between the center frequencies of the any two carriers on which LAA transmissions are performed is <=62MHz, where all the utilised carriers are part of WiFi’s Channel Bonding model. 
TSG RAN requests this to take place at the next RAN WG4 meetings, and to provide clarified CRs at RAN#82.
Furthermore, TSG RAN requests RAN WG1 and RAN WG2 to hold off on implementing changes requested in RP-181526, R4-1811562, and R4-1811563 until new guidance from RAN WG4 is received.
TSG RAN is also informing IEEE (RP-182178) to expect further clarifications to RP-181526.
