	Isolated impact analysis: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]RLM behavior of the UE compliant with version 15.3.0 of the specification is undefined when 3 CORESETs are configured. That UE is expected to make a UE-specific selection of RLM resource, which creates misalignment between the UE RLM behavior and what the gNB expects. This degrades RLM performance; however, the other aspects of the air-interface operation should not be impacted; therefore backward compatibility and isolated impact is ensured.
