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1. Overall Description:

Regarding the below question from RAN4

“Additionally, RAN4 would like to confirm the following is correct understanding on the UE capability and so-called normal UE behaviour
· In case UE does not send the capability, i.e. neither capable nor incapable, the normal UE behaviour is incapable of handling phase discontinuity.”

According to RAN1 agreement in RAN1#94, “normal UE behaviour" is that UE can handle cases with overlapping transmissions with non-aligned starting or ending times or hop boundaries across carriers, and

· For the cases where the capability signalling is not applicable (i.e., cases other than intra-band EN-DC, intra-band CA, FDM-based ULSUP)
· Normal UE behaviour applies
· For the cases where the capability signalling is applicable, but UE does not send anything
· Normal UE behaviour applies
· For the cases where the capability signalling is applicable, and UE sends capability signalling
· Whether UE behaviour is normal or otherwise is based on capability signalling

RAN1 kindly asks RAN4 to take the above clarifications into account. 


2. Actions:
To RAN4: 	RAN1 would like to kindly ask RAN4 take the above clarifications into account in their future work.
To RAN2: 	RAN1 would like to kindly ask RAN2 to consider the above while finalizing capability signaling for this issue.
