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1. Overall Description:
In the recent RAN plenary meeting (RAN #82) it has been decided to grant a waiver for vehicular UEs that allows the use of 2Rx antennas for the Uu link [1]. This waiver is based on the work jointly done by the automotive industry, 5GAA and 3GPP to explain the challenges automakers face in deploying multiple antennas on a vehicle.
One factor which affects the amount of sidelink antennas on vehicles is the vehicle’s type / shape. Therefore, vehicle manufacturers need to have some flexibility in implementations.
RAN1 simulation assumptions for NR V2X (sidelink) at FR1, however, include 4Rx antennas as a baseline [2]. For the reasons of allowing 2 RX antennas for the Uu link, 5GAA requests the same number of RX antennas as Uu to be considered for sidelink at FR1 in Rel-16 NR V2X.

2. Actions and Request for Further Consideration: 
To 3GPP RAN:
ACTION: 	In order to reflect automotive industry likely deployment scenarios, 5GAA requests 3GPP RAN to consider 2RX antennas to the same extend as 4Rx antennas for the development of the NR V2X sidelink at FR1 in Rel-16 and onwards.
