Correction of RMSI name
Background
In R1-1902106, it says “38.331 uses SIB1 for the information transmitted in RMSI while38.213 in several places uses SystemInformationBlockType1”, and proposes “Changing SystemInformationBlockType1 to SIB1”.

	The term “SystemInformationBlockType1” is not used in TS 38.331. 
The IE “SIB1” is defined in TS 38.331 to represent RMSI. For the SIB1 carried within the IE “BCCH-DL-SCH-Message”, it is named as “systemInformationBlockType1” in TS 38.331. Strictly speaking, the name “systemInformationBlockType1” should be used in TS 38.213 to represent the RMSI. 
However, the term “SIB1” is widely used to represent RMSI in TS 38.331, TS 38.211 and TS 38.214. Thus, for the consistence among specifications it would be better also to use “SIB1” to represent the RMSI in TS 38.213.
	BCCH-DL-SCH-Message
The BCCH-DL-SCH-Message class is the set of RRC messages that may be sent from the network to the UE via DL-SCH on the BCCH logical channel.
