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Overall description
RAN2 has discussed the options to meet the eMTC Release-16 WI objective ‘ETWS/CMAS in connected mode’ for non-BL UE. RAN2 identified following concerns with meeting this objective:

· Currently ETWS/CMAS indication is provided in paging narrowband but UE in connected mode may be on a different narrowband. Tuning away from connected mode narrowband every idle mode DRX cycle will cause interruption to connected mode. 
· UE could switch to wideband operation at every idle mode paging DRX cycle in connected mode to receive the paging narrowband but this increases UE power consumption and cause interruption to connected mode. 
· Using USS to indicate ETWS/CMAS to UEs in connected mode increases signalling load, the risk of not delivering the indication(s) to some UEs in time, and impacts capacity when same indications are to be sent.
As ETWS/CMAS indications are sent rarely then increasing UE power consumption and/or causing periodic interruptions while UE is in connected mode is undesirable.

To overcome the above issues, RAN2 has made following working assumption:

Agreements

- Working assumption: In connected mode non-BL UEs in CE monitor MPDCCH to receive ETWS indication and/or CMAS indication using CSS in the same narrowband where unicast transmission can be received.
RAN2 would like to know:

1. Whether it is feasible for a non-BL UE in CE in connected mode to monitor MPDCCH to receive ETWS indication and/or CMAS indication using CSS in the same narrowband where unicast transmission can be received?
2. Whether it is possible for a non-BL UE in CE in connected mode to monitor USS and CSS simultaneously in the same narrowband? 
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Actions
To 3GPP RAN1
ACTION: RAN2 respectfully asks RAN1 to study and provide answers to the above questions.
