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1. Overall Description
Regarding the RAN2 question “Answer whether, on a given UL carrier, the preamble performance for 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH is same or not”, RAN1 has the following answers: 

· For Scenario 1 where the ROs(s) are shared between 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH, but the preamble(s)are separate between 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH, the preamble performance (e.g. miss-detection rate) for 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH could be different depending on the number of UEs triggering 2-step RACH or 4-step RACH and the number of preamble(s) configured for 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH.

· For Scenario 2 where the ROs(s) are separate between 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH, the preamble performance (e.g. miss-detection rate) for 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH could be different depending on the number of UEs triggering 2-step RACH or 4-step RACH and the number of RO(s) configured for 2-step RACH and 4-step RACH.
