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1. Overall Description:

RAN1 thanks RAN4 for the LS and would like to provide the following responses.

QCL assumption for FR2 CLI measurement
Regarding the below agreement from RAN4,

“RAN4 has discussed QCL assumption for FR2 CLI measurement and has agreed the following UE behavior:

•
For FR2 CLI measurement, a UE uses the same spatial filter of UE Rx beams as used one of the latest received PDSCH and the latest monitored CORESET.”

RAN1 already agreed in RAN1#96 that QCL assumption on CLI-RSSI and SRS-RSRP interference measurement resources is up to UE implementation.
UE capability for FDMed PDSCH and CLI measurement resource
Regarding the below request from RAN4,
“RAN4 requests RAN1 to clarify the UE capability when CLI measurement resources and PDSCH are transmitted in the same OFDM symbols following RAN1 agreement”

RAN1 agreed in RAN1#96 that for PDSCH rate matching configuration, Rel-15 functionalities for PDSCH rate matching are applied and no new PDSCH rate matching configuration is introduced in Rel-16 for CLI measurement. Therefore, it is RAN1’s understanding that 5-26, 5-27 and 5-27a capability signalling defined in TR38.822v15.0.1 are reused for rate-matching in FDMed PDSCH and CLI measurement resource in Rel-16.
