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	Reason for change:
	There are different cases for a UE “not provided searchSpaceSIB1”:
· Case 1:  PDCCH-ConfigCommon has not been provided, e.g. during initial access before the UE reads SIB;
· Case 2: PDCCH-ConfigCommon has been provided while searchSpaceSIB1 is absent in this IE, e.g. in a DL BWP other than initial DL BWP;

The current specification text of “if a UE is not provided searchSpaceSIB1 for Type0-PDCCH CSS set by PDCCH-ConfigCommon” covers both two cases. However, for case 1 the intended UE behaviour is for UE to monitor Type0-PDCCH CSS according to the configurations from MIB in order to acquire SIB1.
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	Summary of change:
	Clarify the conditions under which UE monitors PDCCH candidates to obtain SIB1.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	A UE is not able to obtain SIB1 because it will not monitor the corresponding scheduling PDCCH. 
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	Other comments:
	Isolated impact analysis:
The CR has isolated impact on Type0 CSS configured by searchSpaceSIB1 in PDCCH-ConfigCommon. It is expected that both UE and gNB has implemented in accordance to the CR as the UE is expected to read SIB1 according to the configuration in MIB during initial access.

Inter-operability analysis:
If the UE is implemented in accordance to this CR and the gNB is not, or the gNB is implemented in accordance to this CR and the UE is not, there will be an issue that a UE is not able to correctly read system information.

A set of PDCCH candidates for a UE to monitor is defined in terms of PDCCH search space sets. A search space set can be a CSS set or a USS set. A UE monitors PDCCH candidates in one or more of the following search spaces sets
-	a Type0-PDCCH CSS set configured by pdcch-ConfigSIB1 in MIB or by searchSpaceSIB1 in PDCCH-ConfigCommon or by searchSpaceZero in PDCCH-ConfigCommon for a DCI format with CRC scrambled by a SI-RNTI on the primary cell of the MCG
-	a Type0A-PDCCH CSS set configured by searchSpaceOtherSystemInformation in PDCCH-ConfigCommon for a DCI format with CRC scrambled by a SI-RNTI on the primary cell of the MCG
-	a Type1-PDCCH CSS set configured by ra-SearchSpace in PDCCH-ConfigCommon for a DCI format with CRC scrambled by a RA-RNTI or a TC-RNTI on the primary cell
-	a Type2-PDCCH CSS set configured by pagingSearchSpace in PDCCH-ConfigCommon for a DCI format with CRC scrambled by a P-RNTI on the primary cell of the MCG
-	a Type3-PDCCH CSS set configured by SearchSpace in PDCCH-Config with searchSpaceType = common for DCI formats with CRC scrambled by INT-RNTI, SFI-RNTI, TPC-PUSCH-RNTI, TPC-PUCCH-RNTI, or TPC-SRS-RNTI and, only for the primary cell, C-RNTI, MCS-C-RNTI, or CS-RNTI(s), and

For a DL BWP other than initial DL BWP in Primary Cell of the MCG, if a UE is not provided searchSpaceSIB1 for Type0-PDCCH CSS set by PDCCH-ConfigCommon, the UE does not monitor PDCCH candidates for a Type0-PDCCH CSS set on the DL BWP. The Type0-PDCCH CSS set is defined by the CCE aggregation levels and the number of PDCCH candidates per CCE aggregation level given in Table 10.1-1. If the active DL BWP and the initial DL BWP have same SCS and same CP length and the active DL BWP includes all RBs of the CORESET with index 0, or the active DL BWP is the initial DL BWP, the CORESET configured for Type0-PDCCH CSS set has CORESET index 0 and the Type0-PDCCH CSS set has search space set index 0.
