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1. Overall Description
Regarding the RAN2 question “Are there any other DL signals (other than transmission addressed to P-RNTI) that can be reliably detected for the purpose of the UE stopping the monitoring of the additional PDCCH monitoring occasions at a given paging occasion”, RAN1 has the following answers: 

· [bookmark: _GoBack]For RRC idle UEs to monitor P-RNTI for system information update or paging message, the PDCCH transmissions addressed to SI-RNTI or scheduled RMSI PDSCH transmissions in at least one overlapping symbol of a given paging occasion could serve the above mentioned purpose;

· For RRC connected UEs to monitor P-RNTI for ETWS and CMAS system information update, any PDCCH transmission, any scheduled PDSCH transmission, or CSI-RS transmission with high RE density (i.e. 3) in at least one overlapping symbol of a given paging occasion could serve the above mentioned purpose.
