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1 Introduction
In the last RAN1 meetings, there were an agreement regarding the Physical uplink channel/signal that can be cancelled by UL CI as follows.
Chairman’s note #98
Agreements:

· SRS can be cancelled by UL CI

· PUCCH cannot be cancelled by UL CI
· RACH related UL transmissions cannot be cancelled by UL CI, including MSG 1/3 in case of 4-step RACH, MSG A in case of 2-step RACH.
From the above agreement, it was determined that PUCCH carrying UCI cannot be cancelled by UL CI. However, it should be further discussed whether PUSCH including UCI can be cancelled or not by UL CI. 
2 Discussions
UCI like HARQ-ACK feedback or CSI feedback information can be generally transmitted on PUCCH, and it was agreed that PUCCH should be protected from UL CI. However there are some situations that the UCI is transmitted on PUSCH, e.g. multiplexed with UL-SCH. Therefore, we should consider the protection of UCI transmission on PUSCH as well as UCI transmission on PUCCH. We think failure on HARQ-ACK feedback may introduce unnecessary retransmissions of PDSCH, and if the pre-empted HARQ-ACK feedback corresponds to multiple PDSCH receptions the impact of cancelled HARQ-ACK feedback will be larger. Moreover, the HARQ-ACK might be corresponds to the URLLC PDSCH reception, it should be protected from the UL cancellation. So we think PUSCH transmission including UCI should be protected from UL CI and it is very aligned with the above agreement from the last meeting.
