	Agreement
1-bit UL/SUL indication is included in the non-fallback DCI(s) that can trigger A-SRS and SP-SRS activation/deactivation.


The text proposal to specify the 1-bit UL/SUL indication in DCI Format 1_1 and the UE behavior for interpreting the UL/SUL indication is provided in Section 2.

The 2-bit SRS request field [5 TS38.212] in DCI format 0-0, 0-1, 1-0, 1-1, 2-2 indicates the triggered SRS resource set given in Table 6.2.1-1.

For a serving cell with SUL, when a UE is triggered for aperiodic SRS transmission by DCI format 0-1 or 1-1, the UE shall transmit SRS on the uplink indicated by the UL/SUL indicator field [5 TS38.212] in the corresponding DCI. 
If a UE is configured with the higher layer parameter SRS-AssocCSIRS and with the higher layer parameter ulTxConfig set to 'NonCodebook', the UE may be configured with a NZP CSI-RS resource where a NZP-CSI-RS-ResourceConfigId is associated with an SRS resource set.
