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1. Overall Description 

RAN2 thanks RAN4 for their liaison on the topic of cell reselection parameter for CELL/URA_PCH state. In this liaison, RAN2 was asked to consider aligning the cell reselection parameters with the behaviour of the UE receiver.  

The proposal to duplicate Treselection and Qhyst for CELL/URA_PCH states was discussed in [1].  It was understood that the alignment was necessary in order to optimize the accuracy of the cell reselection, because current RAN2 specification requires the UE to use same cell reselection parameters for continuous reception (Cell_FACH), and DRX(Cell/URA_PCH), and this makes it impossible to find optimal values applicable for both of these states.

While RAN2 agrees that duplicating these parameters may achieve the desired result, it is felt that this may not be the best way forward.

From the system perspective, the performance requirement should guarantee sufficient accuracy by itself, and not be affected by the application of DRX or not.  Therefore, it is felt there may be more fundamental issue than just optimization of L3 parameters.  It was also pointed out during the discussion that the problem might not be fully understood by all the RAN4 delegates. It was commented by some of the companies that their RAN4 delegates understood the problem to be the effect on battery life, and not about the accuracy of cell reselection performance.

2. Action

RAN2 would like to confirm RAN4 that:

· there really is no other alternative which allow the problem to be solved within RAN4 specification 

· the alignment solves all the problem from the system perspective

· the problem being directly addressed is an accuracy of the cell reselection

In case RAN2 has misunderstood the LS’s original intention, inform us exactly what is the intention of the request for the alignment, and why this needs to be done in RAN2.
