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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 discussed the topic of inter-system Handover between GSM/UMTS and LTE.
Redirection from E-UTRAN:
Re-direction procedures allow the RAN to request the UE to access another RAT during the initial RRC connection establishment phase.   Procedurally, re-direction from LTE could potentially be triggered anytime after the receipt of the initial UE context over S1 and RAN2 is now discussing whether this can be done before security is started.  RAN2 would prefer to perform the re-direction as early as possible and before security is activated.  RAN2 would like to know if SA3 see any security concerns with this approach.  It should be noted that re-direction from UMTS can be performed before security activation.
Question to SA3: 

Does SA3 see any security risk in re-directing the UE from E-UTRAN to other RATs before initiating security?

Handover to E-UTRAN:

RAN2 is unsure if the UE context can be transferred between CN nodes before UE authentication and hence whether an inter-system handover from UTRAN will be possible only after authentication has been performed and UE security context is available in the core network.  From RAN point of view, this would imply that inter-system HO can only be invoked after Security mode command.  RAN2 would also like to verify with SA3 if UTRAN could trigger a handover to LTE before the activation of security in UTRAN.  

2. Actions to SA3 
RAN2 kindly asks SA3:

1)  Does SA3 see any security risk in re-directing the UE from E-UTRAN to other RATs before initiating security?

2) verify if UTRAN could trigger a handover to LTE only after the activation of security in UTRAN..
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
