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1 Introduction

For split bearer, we have UL scheduling restriction configuration in PDCP configuration for DRB and in SRB-ToAddModList for SRB.
In RAN2#NR adhoc2 Qingdao meeting, RAN2 made the following agreements:

Agreements

1:
MN determines to use MCG duplication SRB and configures MCG duplication SRB by MN RRC signalling.

2:
For all DC cases (all MR-DC and NR-NR DC cases) for 'duplication SRB', UL packet transmission is configured by RRC to use MCG path, SCG path or duplicate on both MCG and SCG.
FFS Duplication on SRB for CA cases 

FFS Behaviour in the case of SCG failure when SCG is the configured path.

This contribution discusses what UE should do upon detection of SCG failure (i.e. the 2nd FFS point in the agreements).
2 Discussion

 For split bearer, if UL scheduling is restricted only for SCG, then UE can transmit data over SCG link. But if SCG failure is detected, then UE won’t be able to send any data over the radio bearer, which has UL scheduling restriction configured to SCG.
For split SRB case, the abovementioned problem has to be addressed otherwise the UE can’t send the SCG failure information message to MN.

Proposal 1: Upon detection SCG failure, SRB’s UL scheduling restriction is autonomously changed to MCG
For split DRB case, even if the UL scheduling restriction is not changed to MCG, the UE can maintain the RRC connection so the UL path switch is not mandatory required. However from user experience point of view, it’s better to allow UE to not only receive DL data over MCG but also send UL data over MCG even after the SCG failure detection.

Proposal 2: Upon detection SCG failure, DRB’s UL scheduling restriction is autonomously changed to MCG
