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Overall description
3GPP CT1 thanks GSMA TSGIoT Subgroup for the incoming LS C1-175067/TSGIoT03_0xx on the Status of Specifications Covering Requirements for IoT Modules.

3GPP CT1 confirm the below information is relevant to the standardisation of NB-IoT and LTE-M within the specifications under CT1’s control:

3GPP TS 24.301 “Non-Access-Stratum (NAS) protocol for Evolved Packet System (EPS); Stage 3”:
· This document specifies the procedures used by the protocols for mobility management and session management between User Equipment and Mobility Management Entity in the Evolved Packet System (EPS). These protocols belong to the non-access stratum.

· For both NAS protocols the document specifies procedures for the support of inter-system mobility between E‑UTRAN and other 3GPP or non-3GPP access networks. The document also specifies NAS signalling enhancement for the support of efficient transport of IP, non-IP and SMS data of CIoT capable devices.

3GPP TS 24.011 “Point-to-Point (PP) Short Message Service (SMS) support on mobile radio interface”:
· The document specifies the procedures used across the mobile radio interface by the signalling layer 3 function Short Message Control (SMC) and Short Message Relay function (SM RL) for circuit switched in A/Gb mode, GPRS and EPS..
3GPP TS 27.007 “AT command set for User Equipment (UE)”:
· The document specifies a profile of AT commands and recommends that this profile be used for controlling Mobile Termination (MT) functions and GSM/UMTS network services from a Terminal Equipment (TE) through Terminal Adaptor (TA). AT commands for GPRS and EPC are also defined in this specification.
Additional Information
For the above specifications, support for LTE-M and NB-IoT was first added in Release 13, although please note that further releases also contain additional feature enhancements and corrections. 
3GPP CT1 would also point out that the above only is relevant to specifications for IoT Modules that are under the control of CT1 (responsible for the 3GPP specifications that define the User Equipment - Core network L3 radio/core network protocols).  Further specifications within 3GPP RAN2, RAN5 and SA3 groups may be relevant related to radio interface definition, test case definitions and security related aspects.
