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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for the responses in “Reply LS on Reliability for eV2X” in S2-181368.
Regarding the below SA2 questions, RAN2 understanding is as follows:

· Q1) For Mode 3 operation (i.e. Scheduled resource allocation mode), does the eNB need to be made aware of the PPPR information? If yes, has RAN2 decided on the mechanism to achieve that?

 [RAN2 reply]: Yes, according to RAN2 understanding the eNB needs to have some knowledge about the PPPR of the packets that the UE has in the SL buffer, in order to properly decide whether to configure/deconfigure sidelink packet duplication. This can be achieved by using existing SL BSR and allocating one (or more) logical channel groups (LCGs) for packets which have relevant PPPR values (e.g. PPPR relevance higher than a certain threshold).
· Q2) For PPPR value range, does RAN2 have any preference, e.g. 8 levels like PPPP, or 3 levels (high, medium, or low)?

[RAN2 reply]: From RAN2 perspective, the PPPR value range can be the same as the PPPP, i.e. 8 levels.
· Q3) Does RAN2 expect reliability is applicable to all V2X messages or for specific messages, e.g. only specific applications requiring specific reliability? If RAN2 finds limiting reliability to specificV2X messages beneficial, SA2 will develop solution to address it.

[RAN2 reply]: From RAN2 perspective, a PPPR can be associated to each V2X message by upper layers, as for the PPPP.
