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1 Introduction
This document aims at providing ASN.1 changes for correct configuration of semi persistent CSI triggers, also addressing Z151.
2 Discussion and proposals
In [1], we discuss the configuration of aperiodic CSI triggers, formally called "trigger states".
For semi-persistent CSI reporting, in [2], there is the following description:
	Semi-persistent-on-PUSCHReportTrigger
	Each trigger state is associated with one PUSCH-based semi-persistent CSI-ReportConfig 
	List of up to 2^ reportTriggerSize  CSI-ReportConfigId values


In [3], there is the following description:

From these descriptions, the "CSI request" field in DCI is associated with a CSI-ReportConfig, in the same way like for "trigger states" for aperiodic reporting. 
Observation 1: For semi-persistent reporting on PUSCH, there is an association between codepoints of the "CSI request" field in DCI and a CSI-ReportConfig, similarly to the case of "trigger states" for aperiodic CSI reporting.
Proposal 1: Define a list of semi-persistent triggers, similarly to the list of trigger states for aperiodic CSI reporting.
Proposal 2: Each semi-persistent trigger includes a CSI-ReportConfigId and extension markers.

We provide ASN.1 changes in section 4 below.

For semi-persistent reporting on PUSCH, a set of semi-persistent Reporting settings are higher layer configured by Semi-persistent-on-PUSCHReportTrigger and the CSI request field in DCI scrambled with SP-CSI C-RNTI activates one of the semi-persistent CSI reports. 
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
