The main services and functions of the PDCP sublayer for the user plane include:

Sequence Numbering;

Header compression and decompression: ROHC only;

-
Transfer of user data;

-
Reordering and duplicate detection;

-
PDCP PDU routing (in case of split bearers);

-
Retransmission of PDCP SDUs;

-
Ciphering, deciphering and integrity protection (the mandatory aggregated integrity protected data rate is 64 kbps and the support of more than the mandatory required data rate is subject to the UE capability);

-
PDCP SDU discard;

-
PDCP re-establishment and data recovery for RLC AM;

-
Duplication of PDCP PDUs.

Transfer of control plane data;

-
Reordering and duplicate detection;

-
Duplication of PDCP PDUs (see subclause 16.1.3).
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
