-	if it is the PDCP entity configured for the DRB mapped on RLC UM:
- 	process the PDCP Data PDUs that are received from lower layers due to the release of the lower layers, as specified in the subclause 5.1.2.1.3 in the receiving side;
-	deliver all stored PDCP SDUs, if any, to upper layers in ascending order of associated COUNT values in the receiving side;
-	discard all stored PDCP SDUs and PDCP PDUs in the transmitting side;

-	if it is the PDCP entity configured for the SRB:
-	discard the PDCP Data PDUs that are received from lower layers due to the release of the lower layer in the receiving side;
-	discard all stored PDCP SDUs and PDCP data PDUs in the transmitting side;
-	release the PDCP entity; 
-	if it is the PDCP entity configured for the LWA bearer:
-	process the PDCP Data PDUs that are received from lower layers due to the release of the lower layers, as specified in the subclause 5.1.2.1.4 in the receiving side;
-	deliver all stored PDCP SDUs, if any, to upper layers in ascending order of associated COUNT values in the receiving side;
-	discard all stored PDCP SDUs and PDCP PDUs in the transmitting side;
