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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed how to configure measurements for EN-DC scenarios and CU/DU split scenarios and has the following conclusions:
· Response to RAN3 LS on measurement gap configuration for gNB-CU/DU split scenario (R2-1806628): gNB-CU also needs to indicate to gNB-DU the SMTC of other neighbour NR cells via non UE associated signalling in EN-DC operation. gNB-DU needs to get the SMTC info on the FR2 frequencies (cells) to assist FR2 gap configuration as the FR2 frequencies requested by the gNB-CU may be different from the supported frequencies in gNB-DU. For SA operation, further coordination for measurement gap is FFS.

· Furthermore, RAN2 agree that transferring SMTC info on neighbour frequencies (cells) from eNB to gNB is also needed. The use cases are: 1) If FR2 frequencies configured by MN are different from the neighbor frequencies around SN, SN also needs to obtain SMTC info on neighbor frequencies (cells) of MN to assist FR2 gap configuration. 2) If there is no Xn interface between neighbor gNBs, SgNB needs to get SMTC info on neighbor frequencies (cells) from MN to assist SN change.
