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1 Introduction
RAN2 discussed NRSRP/NRSRQ reporting in MSG5 during RAN2#101bis [1, 2], and agreed:

· NRSRP and NRSRQ reporting is controlled by network, using one bit in SIB2. 
FFS: Introduce this feature in Rel-14 with early implementation in Rel-13.

· Measurement reporting is optional for UE without capability signalling.

The CR2 to 36.306 [3] and 36.331 [4] were agreed in principle for REL-14.

2 Discussion
The NRSRP/NRSRQ reporting in MSG5 is based on existing NRSRP/NRSRQ idle mode measurements, which a REL-13 already supports, i.e. no new RAN4 requirements have been introduced. From that perspective the NRSRP/NRSRQ reporting in MSG5 is relatively easy for the UE to implement. Furthermore considering that new REL-13 UEs may be coming onto the market for quite some time, it is proposed: 
Proposal 1: NRSRP/NRSRQ reporting in MSG5 is introduced in REL-14 with early UE implementation.
