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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks RAN1 on their LS and provides the following considerations to RAN1:
Option 4:

Considering that there is only 1 spare bit in MIB, RAN2 does not prefer the option4 that uses extra 1 bit from MIB to define RMSI CORESET configuration tables for band n41 if there are other available options. 
Alt.2:
As for whether using one bit in PBCH payload to indicate the carrier frequency range/band with different SS raster design, it depends on RAN1. In addition, the following way forward are approved in the last RAN4 meeting
· Sync raster for re-farming bands:

· 1200 kHz raster with +/-100 kHz shift 
and the raster offset by 150 kHz
· Sync raster in 2400 – 3000 MHz

· Same raster defined as in 0 – 2400 MHz
· For bands with SCS-based channel raster, the shifted points do not apply:
1200 kHz raster offset by 150 kHz
According to this, the potential detection ambiguity of the GSCN for band 41 and 38 does not exist based on RAN2 understanding.
