Discussion

Currently in ASN.1 there is limitation in field description of not allowing to configure TAC and RANAC sametime in the RAN area configuration (ASN.1 as such allows this):

	ran-Area

Indicates whether TA code(s) or RAN area code(s) are used for the RAN notification area. The network uses only TA code(s) or RAN area code(s) to configure a UE.


We would like to reconsider for allowing to configure combination of TACs and TACs+RANACs as RAN area. It seems to be useful to allow this in order to minimize signalling in RAN area border. Of course we see that this would need bit more testing but otherwise there should not be much more complexity implications as ASN.1 does not require any changes. Of course the comparison logic in the UE needs to take this into account but this should not be unnecessarily large requirement. Thus we propose to remove the limitation from specification:
Proposal: Remove the limitation of not allowing configuring TAC and TAC+RANAC in same RAN area configuration i.e. like below:

	ran-Area
