	When a receiving PDCP entity mapped with SLRB receives the first recevied PDCP PDU not assocated PDCP SN 0, the receiving PDCP entity may discard a first received PDCP PDU due to outside of the PDCP rerodering window. This is because the Last_Submitted_PDCP_RX_SN is not properly updated. 

Thus, when the receiving PDCP entity receives the first received PDCP PDU, the receving PDCP entity updates the Last_Submitted_PDCP_RX_SN to the PDCP SN of the first received PDCP PDU.
