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1. Introduction
In this contribution, we try to clarify the configuration of rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL.
2. Discussion
The rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL is introduced for the controlling of NUL/SUL selection when initiating a random access procedure. If the RSRP of the downlink pathloss reference is less than rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL, the SUL is selected, otherwise, the NUL is selected [1]. In current ASN.1, the rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL is configured in RACH-ConfigCommon with the following condition:

	The field is mandatory present in initialUplinkBWP if supplementaryUplinkConfig is present; otherwise, the field is absent.


[bookmark: OLE_LINK2]In other words, the rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL can only be configured in the RACH-ConfigCommon of the initialUplinkBWP of the SUL. 
Observation 1: Per current ASN.1, the rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL can only be configured in the RACH-ConfigCommon of the initialUplinkBWP of the SUL.
SSB-based RA (and hence RACH-ConfigCommon) can be configured for any UL BWPs if the linked DL BWPs allows the UE to acquire the SSB associated to the serving cell (both for NUL and SUL). And CBRA can be performed on the active UL BWP if it is configured with PRACH occasions (i.e. configured with RACH-ConfigCommon). Per current configuration of supplementaryUplinkConfig, if a CBRA procedure is initiated while the active BWP on SUL is not the initial BWP, for instance SUL-BWP1 as indicated in Figure.1, the random access can only be performed on the NUL. The CBRA procedure can be a CBRA procedure triggered by SR, a CBRA procedure triggered by the UL data arrival when UL synchronisation status is "non-synchronised", a CBRA procedure triggered by HO (with no RACH-ConfigDedicated configured) etc.

Observation 2: Per current configuration of supplementaryUplinkConfig, if a CBRA procedure is initiated while the active BWP on SUL is not the initial BWP, the random access can only be performed on the NUL. 
From our understanding, it’s not the original intention to restrict that the SUL can only be selected for random access when the active BWP on SUL is the initial BWP. Whenever initiating a CBRA procedure, it should be allowed that the UE can perform NUL/SUL selection based on the RSRP of the downlink pathloss reference against the rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL. 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Proposal 1: It should be allowed that whenever initiating a CBRA procedure, the UE can perform NUL/SUL selection based on the RSRP of the downlink pathloss reference against the rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL.
To solve the issue, the simplest way is to revise the condition of rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL to specify that rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL should be mandatory configured in each RACH-ConfigCommon of the supplementaryUplinkConfig.
Proposal 2: Revise the condition to specify that rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL should be mandatory configured in each RACH-ConfigCommon of the supplementaryUplinkConfig.

3. Conclusion and proposals
In this contribution, the configuration of rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL is discussed with the following observations and proposals: 
Observations:
Observation 1: Per current ASN.1, the rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL can only be configured in the RACH-ConfigCommon of the initialUplinkBWP of the SUL.
Observation 2: Per current configuration of supplementaryUplinkConfig, if a CBRA procedure is initiated while the active BWP on SUL is not the initial BWP, the random access can only be performed on the NUL. 
Proposals:
Proposal 1: It should be allowed that whenever initiating a CBRA procedure, the UE can perform NUL/SUL selection based on the RSRP of the downlink pathloss reference against the rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL.
Proposal 2: Revise the condition to specify that rsrp-ThresholdSSB-SUL should be mandatory configured in each RACH-ConfigCommon of the supplementaryUplinkConfig.
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
