1 Introduction

This paper discusses terminology to use in stage 3, both for intra RAT mobility scenario’s and for related reconfiguration procedures (i.e. shorter versions than reconfiguration with sync but without key refresh).
2 Discussion

We think that the term handover is used in various ways leading to confusion. One source of the confusion is that these terms are used to indicate a type of reconfiguration procedure (e.g. reconfiguration with sync) as well as a given scenario (that may or may not require a particular type of reconfiguration procedure). I.e. Change of PCell requires reconfiguration with sync and key refresh, but not every reconfiguration with sync and key refresh involves a change of PCell.
Use of different terms for a particular procedure/ scenario depending on whether it concerns MCG/ PCell or SCG/ PSCell has caused further confusion. We understand that it was agreed not use the term SCG change anymore, and to avoid confusion with legacy it is probably sensible to also ban the use of the term handover for intra RAT mobility. Regardless of which term is used, it seems desirable to align terminology for MCG and SCG. Below an example of inconsistency in current NR RRC.

	This field is mandatory present, Need N, for a SpCell upon reconfigurationWithSync (PCell handover, PSCell addition/change). The field is mandatory present, Need M, for an SCell upon addition. In all other cases the field is absent.


We think it would be good for RAN2 to agree some short procedure acronyms, at least for use in speak. Also, we think it would be good to define some recommended terms, in particular for intra RAT mobility scenario’s. The following table provides our suggestions, as used in the remainder of this document.
