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1. Overall Description:

In RAN2 #102 meeting, RAN2 had Tx profile related agreements and sent LS on PC5 transmission mechanism selection including the following agreement to SA2 in order to inform it (S2-185513/ R2-1809166). 
RAN2 agreed that at least the following TX profiles are supported:

A. TX profile 1: UE shall use Rel-14 compatible format

B. TX profile 2: UE shall use Rel-15 format which is not compatible with Rel-14
Based on the agreements, RAN2 expect all V2X packets has the related Tx profile and Tx profile is provided from V2X layer together with the V2X message. Upon receiving Tx profile, Tx format between Rel-14 compatible format and Rel-15 format is chosen. 

However, RAN2 identified that, in agreed CR (C1-184726) at CT1 #111bis meeting, V2X service identifier to Tx profile mapping rule is defined as optional configuration parameters. This means that Tx profile for some V2X packets is NOT provided by V2X layer. Therefore, it is unclear for which Tx format needs to be chosen for the V2X packets in RAN2 point of view.
RAN2 discussed the issue and concluded that Tx profile for all V2X packets is provided to lower layers is clear and simple from AS layer perspective.
