EN-DC

The Secondary Node Addition procedure is initiated by the MN and is used to establish a UE context at the SN to provide radio resources from the SN to the UE. For bearers requiring SCG radio resources, this procedure is used to add at least the first cell of the SCG. This procedure can also be used to configure an SN terminated MCG bearer (where no SCG configuration is needed). Figure 10.2.1-1 shows the Secondary Node Addition procedure. Secondary Node Addition upon inter-RAT handover to E-UTRAN from UTRAN or GERAN is not supported.
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
