	Reason for change:
	Currently UE does not check the cell bandwidth (within the initial DL BWP configuration) received in SIB1 before camping on the cell. Since the UE can receive the SIB1 even without supporting the actual cell bandwidth, this means that the UE will camp on a cell that it will be unable to use as it cannot use the initial UL/DL BWP to do initial access. Therefore, the UE is unable to start RRC connection even if it’s camping on a valid cell according to the current reselection rules.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	When UE receives SIB1, it checks the carrier bandwidth and if it doesn’t support it, it will consider the cell barred as per TS38.304.

Impact analysis
Impacted functionality: Cell camping.
Inter-operability: 
1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not there is no problem

	Consequences if not approved:
	UE may camp on a cell where it cannot obtain any service.
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First Modified Subclause
5.2.2.4.2	Actions upon reception of the SIB1
Upon receiving the SIB1 the UE shall:
1>	store the acquired SIB1;
1>	if the cellAccessRelatedInfo contains an entry with the PLMN-Identity of the selected PLMN:
2>	in the remainder of the procedures use plmn-IdentityList, trackingAreaCode, and cellIdentity for the cell as received in the corresponding cellAccessRelatedInfo containing the selected PLMN;
1>	forward the cellIdentity to upper layers;
1>	forward the trackingAreaCode to upper layers;
1>	forward the ims-EmergencySupport to upper layers, if present;
1>	forward the eCallOverIMS-Support to upper layers, if present;
1>	apply the configuration included in the servingCellConfigCommonSIB;
1>	if the UE does not support the value of locationAndBandwidth included in the initial DL BWP configuration in servingCellConfigCommon: 
2>	consider the cell as barred in accordance with TS 38.304 [20];
1>	if the UE has a stored valid version of a SIB that the UE requires to operate within the cell in accordance with sub-clause 5.2.2.2.1:
2>	use the stored version of the required SIB;
1>	if the UE has not stored the valid version of one or several required SIB(s), in accordance with sub-clause 5.2.2.2.1: 
2>	for the SI message(s) that, according to the si-SchedulingInfo, contain at least one required SIB and for which si-BroadcastStatus is set to broadcasting:
3> acquire the SI message(s) as defined in sub-clause 5.2.2.3.2;
2>	for the SI message(s) that, according to the the si-SchedulingInfo, contain at least one required SIB and for which si-BroadcastStatus is set to notBroadcasting:
3>	trigger a request to acquire the SI message(s) as defined in sub-clause 5.2.2.3.3.
