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1. Overall Description
RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for the reply LS on SFTD measurements [1]. RAN2 has discussed the SFTD measurements use cases, and would like to provide the following example use case:
· SFTD for establishing a time offset relation between NR and LTE cells. Since this is for monitoring purposes, it is important to extract timing measurements when a UE anyway is monitoring cells. The typical example is when a UE is configured with an NR PSCell and is monitoring NR neighbor cells within the SMTC window at the same carrier. Since the UE anyway is monitoring these neighbor NR cells, to add the measurement metric SFTD to the measurement report is a little extra effort, but will produce much valuable information to the network monitoring the timing differences. It also may imply that the network does not need to request SFTD measurements from UEs not already monitoring a specific NR carrier.
Given this use case:
What is the feasibility of adding the SFTD measurement metric to NR neighbour cells the UE is already monitoring in the SMTC window at a carrier where the UE has a configured NR PSCell?

RAN2 can also confirm that SFTD when an NR PSCell is configured for NR neighbour cells outside the SMTC window at the same carrier as the configured NR PSCell or NR neighbour cells at other carriers are not considered in this release.
