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1. Overall Description:
During RAN2#103bis meeting various solutions aimed at reducing the interruption during handover in LTE were considered. As a result, RAN2 would like to ask RAN4 whether the following interruption time should be regarded as a baseline for initial phase of Rel-16 work item:
· For normal & RACH-less HO: Tinterrupt = Tsearch + TIU + 20 ms
· For make-before-break HO: Tinterrupt = 5 ms
· For RACH-less + make-before-break HO: Tinterrupt = 5 + TUL_grant ms
Additionally, RAN2 would like to recall the liaison statement sent in R4-1706913, where the feasibility of simultaneous transmission/reception to/from two inter-frequency or intra-frequency cells in asynchronous case was left FFS. As this scenario may be potentially applicable also to LTE_feMob-Core work item, we kindly ask RAN4 to consider the feasibility of such scenario. 

2. Actions:
To RAN WG4:
ACTION: 	RAN WG2 respectfully asks RAN WG4 to verify if TS 36.133 interruption time (as defined in Rel-12 and Rel-14) is still applicable for this Rel-16 LTE_feMob-Core work item. Furthermore, RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 to investigate the feasibility of the simultaneous transmission/reception to/from two inter-frequency or intra-frequency cells in asynchronous case.
