In LTE, ROHC continue is applied only to UM DRB in the case of intra-eNB handover while it is applied to both UM DRB and AM DRB in the case of resumption. To differentiate these cases for AM DRB, RRC indicates whether the stored UE AS context is used or not.

However, in NR, ROHC continue is applied to both UM DRB and AM DRB in the case of intra-gNB handover or resumption as RAN2 agreed. 

In NR RRC, there is no need to indicate whether the stored UE AS contenxt is used or not. 

2. “Indication of ROHC continue” should be added.
In the current RRC specification, there is no indication that drb-ContinueROHC is configured upon the reception of RRCResume.
