Cells with cell reservations, access restrictions or unsuitable for normal camping

For the highest ranked cell (including serving cell) according to cell reselection criteria specified in subclause 5.2.4.6, for the best cell according to absolute priority reselection criteria specified in subclause 5.2.4.5, the UE shall check if the access is restricted according to the rules in subclause 5.3.1 and shall check if the cell selection criteria S is met according to the rules in subclause 5.2.3.2 using Qrxlevmin/Qqualmin obtained from SIB1 of that cell.
