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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks RAN1 for answering the questions on termination of contention-free BFR in R1-1809887. Regarding RAN1’s answer to question 2:

“only when a PDCCH transmission addressed to C-RNTI is received on the search space indicated by higher layer parameter recovoerySearchSpaceId, i.e., SS-BFR, UE considers a contention-free BFR procedure is successfully terminated”
RAN2 agreed to capture this restriction in the MAC specification. In the RAR reception clause, the notification received from lower layers for the PDCCH, which is used to determine whether the RA procedure is successful, has been modified to clarify that only a notification for a PDCCH reception on SS-BFR in the SpCell qualifies for successful termination of the CFRA BFR procedure:

if notification of a reception of a PDCCH transmission on the recovoerySearchSpaceId configured in BeamFailureRecoveryConfig is received from lower layers on the SpCell; and

if PDCCH transmission is addressed to the C-RNTI; and

if the contention-free Random Access Preamble for beam failure recovery request was transmitted by the MAC entity:

consider the Random Access procedure successfully completed.


TS 38.213 currently does not describe such notification from the PHY entity to the MAC entity.
