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1. Overall Description:

SA3 replied in [S3-182542] that AS security is needed for each of the below configurations in RRC Release message as blow:

1) Re-direction request to move the UE to another carrier in NR or to LTE.  It could be used for example, to redirect the UE during a emergency VoIP call setup, to another NR carrier or LTE.

2) Dedicated frequency reselection priorities for other LTE and NR carriers.  UE uses this information to prioritise the carrier frequencies in LTE or NR for reselection.

3) Deprioritisation of NR RAT or the current NR frequency for a maximum period of 30min.  This will make NR or the current NR frequency the lowest priority for reselection and hence the UE will reselect the next highest priority carrier available in LTE or NR.
However, all of the three information are optional and the network is even not mandatory to support these configuration. It should be noticed that security activation would introduce additional delay for RRC Release.  If all of these three information is not included the RRC Release, RAN2 can’t see the strong motivation to require the RRC Release message to be integrity protected expect for the case of suspend UE to INACTIVE.
2. Actions:
RAN2 kindly asks SA2 to take above information into account in considering and confirm that RRC release is not mandatory to be security protected if all of the three information is not included.
