	The existing text is not very clear and contain some redundant text.
The condition on the first level is based on the message that was rejected. However, RRCResumeRequest can be requested either by upper layers or RRC. So with the current ordering and identation, one needs to add in the second level a condition regarding whether upper layers or RRC requested the resume initiation. 

RRCSetupRequest can only be responded with RRCReject if this is a request from upper layers, hence, that condition should be one level below a request from upper layers. 

RRCResumeRequest or RRCResumeRequest1 can be responded by RRCReject eve if this is requested by upper layers or RRC. However, upper layers are only informed if the request comes from upper layers. Hence, this should also be one level below i.e. only when request is from upper layers.

For the rejected request triggered by RRC, that should be one step higher so actions when the rejected request is from upper layers and RRC request are quite independent.
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There is no impact on the UE if network does not implement that. 
There is no impact on the NW if the UE does not implement that. 
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Conditions for UE actions upon reception of RRCReject are split based on the case where rejected request was from upper layers or RRC. As the actions are mainly defined based on that criterion, the actions become quite clear in each case.
