Self-configuration process is defined as the process where newly deployed nodes are configured by automatic installation procedures to get the necessary basic configuration for system operation. This process works in pre-operational state, which is understood as the state from when the gNB is powered up and has backbone connectivity until the RF transmitter can be switched on.
Self-optimization process is defined as the process where UE & eNB measurements and performance measurements are used to auto-tune the network. This process works in operational state, which is understood as the state where the RF interface can be switched on.
