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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed how to determine access identities in order to perform unified access control barring check for AS-triggered events, such as RRC connection resume due to RNA update of response to RAN paging. 
RAN2 understands that the determination of access identities for NAS-triggered events is already specified in TS 24.501. RAN2 also understands that for at least some of the access identities the applicability for those are determined by NAS.
RAN2 has concluded that also for AS-triggered events, AS cannot determine the access identities. Therefore NAS would need to determine access identities, to be used for AS-triggered access attempts. 

Moreover, it is RAN2’s understanding that that there is no need specify exactly how and when those access identities are provided from NAS as long as AS always have the latest set of those access identities. There is no other AS-NAS interaction that takes please for AS-triggered RRC connection resume so therefore RAN2’s understanding is that how the access identities are provided from NAS to AS to be used for the AS-triggered access attempts could be left for UE implementation.

Question#1: Does CT1 share the same understanding as RAN2, that, also for AS-triggered events, NAS needs to determine access identities and provide them to AS?
Question#2: Does CT1 confirm to specify the determination of access identities also for AS-triggered events in NAS specifications?
