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1 Introduction

UE may request multiple SI messages in one SI request, but before the success of SI request, UE may already acquire some of the SI messages due to network broadcasting these SI messages in response to other UEs. In this contribution, we will discuss whether UE needs to adjust its request to reflect its latest required SI messages.
2 Discussion
For Msg1 based SI request, UE can only request either one or all the SI messages, it is not possible for UE to request multiple but not all SI messages. If UE request all the SI messages at the beginning, it is very rare that, during the request, UE has only one SI message remaining not received. Thus, if UE still has multiple SI messages required to receive, since UE is not able to change the request from all to multiple, no adjust can happen.
However, different from Msg1 based SI request, Msg3 based SI request can request one, multiple or all SI messages. If UE is requesting multiple SI messages, and if some (not all) of the requested SI messages are received due to network broadcasting, it is not necessary for UE continuing to request those already acquired SI messages. But it has no harm to both UE and network if the request succeeds before the modification period, because anyway network need to broadcast those acquired messages until the end of the current modification period. However, if the RA procedure for the SI request spans modification period, if UE keeps using the outdated RRCSystemInfoRequest message, it will force network to broadcast those already broadcast SI messages in the new modification period. To solve this problem, we propose that:
Proposal: For Msg3 based SI request, if the acknowledgement of SI request has not been received when across modification period boundary, if some of the requested SI messages have been received, UE performs the ongoing Random Access procedure using the updated msg3 according to the latest required SIBs.
