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Discussion and Decision
1 Introduction
In last RAN2 meeting, following agreements were achieved for signaling only connection.
Agreements

1: 
It should be supported to set up security (SMC) without setting up SRB2/DRB.

2: 
No change to the current approach that handover is only possible after SRB2/DRB are established
For whether to support re-establishment for signaling only connection is FFS. This contribution gives our view on it.
2 Discussion

According to the previous RAN and SA2 agreement, the scenarios to secure AS procedures for signaling only connection are redirection and MDT. The two scenarios donot require UE to stay in the signlang only mode for a long time. Therefore, the possibility for UE to endure RLF problem after AS security activation is very low. 
Observation 1: After AS security mode activation, the possibility for the UE in signaling only connection to detect RLF problem is very low.   

RAN2 agreed not to support HO for the UE in signaling only connection last meeting, since there is no motivation to support such UE mobility scenario for the short lifetime of signaling only connection. RLF and UE re-establishement procedure is a supplementary mobility mechanism if NW cannot provide the HO command timely. To have the consistent treatment on the mobility case, UE reestalibhsment procedure should not be supported. 
Observation 2: If HO is not supported for the UE in signaling only connection, re-establishment procedure should not be supported. 
For current UE re-estalibhsment procedure, in re-establishement success case, UE will treat the SRB and DRB together:

· Upon receiving the RRCReestablishment UE will “derive the KRRCenc key, the KRRCint, the KUPint key and the KUPenc key associated with the previously configured ciphering algorithm, as specified in TS 33.501 [11]”;
· Upon receiving the first RRCReconfiguration message after successful completion of the RRC re-establishment procedure, UE will resume SRB2 and DRBs.
If we support the re- estalibhsment procedure for signalling only connection, extra spec change cannot be avoided. 
Observation 3: Extra spec change is needed to support the re-estbalishement procedure in signaling only connection.  
Based on the three observations, we propose
Proposal: Do not support UE re-establishement procedure for the UE in signaling only connection.
