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	Reason for change:
	LTE Rel-15 specified the support for extended number of DRBs (i.e. 15 DRBs), which also necessitated introduction of extended LCID (eLCID) values in MAC. Then the HRLLC WID also utilized the eLCIDs in PDCP duplication, and the NR WID also utilizes LTE LCIDs.
For 15 DRBs to PDCP duplication, it is mandated that they need to support the eLCIDs but this is not made clear in the specifications. 
However, it is not clear when UE supports the extended LCIDs, especially since there is no explicit capability bit for this.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. Add clarification the UE supporting extended number of DRBs or PDCP duplication must also support eLCIDs.
2. Add a signalled capability indicating whether UE supports eLCIDs (in general).
Impact analysis
Impacted functionality: Extended LCID support.
Inter-operability: 
1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, the UE will not indicate the support for eLCIDs, so there are no inter-operability problems as network assumes UE doesn’t support eLCIDs.
2. If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the network is not, the network assumes UE doesn’t support eLCID and doesn’t use the eLCIDs, so there are no inter-operability problems.
