Overall description
RAN2 thanks SA2 for their LS on eDRX cycles for CM-CONNECTED and RRC inactive.

On the specific question to RAN2 from SA2, RAN2 would like to provide the following reply:
1. In order to deliver paging reliably to the UE in a short period of time it will be necessary for UE to receive paging occasion more than once every eDRX cycle, especially for longer eDRX cyles.  Therefore, concept like PTW used in idle mode eDRX is beneficial for eDRX in RRC-INACTIVE state. 

2. Idle mode eDRX information is necessary for NG-RAN to select suitable RRC-INACTIVE state eDRX parameters to minimise power consumption when UE needs to be able to receive both CN and RAN paging. 

3. NG-RAN can use PTW for idle mode eDRX to decide PTW configuration for RRC-INACTIVE state.
