	For a serving cell, the IE PDCCH-ServingCellConfig configures UE specific PDCCH parameters, in which the field slotFormatIndicator further configures a list of SlotFormatCombinations for other serving cells.  When the serving cell is an SCell and the SCell is released, it is possible that other serving cells in slotFormatCombToAddModList are not released. In this case, it is unclear whether to keep or release SlotFormatCombinations given for other serving cells in the slotFormatIndicator of this SCell. 
According to current principle of SCell release, all the configurations stored for the SCell​should be released. It implies SlotFormatCombinations for other serving cells is also released.  Therefore, the network should guarantee that slotFormatIndicator of the SCell to be released should not include other serving cells’ SlotFormatCombinations.
